16. Bring $150 per passport — Paid directly to the Consulate General of New York on the Passport
Intervention Day.: Cash Only
17. If you want your passport mailed back to you: Get a self-addressed, stamped, and
REGISTERED return envelope with tracking Number (e.g. FedEx, UPS, USPS)
One Envelope per family.
18. To get new passport for your children, follow item 1- 15 and also bring their birth certificates, parent letter
of consent for minors under 16 years, and copies of parent’s Nigerian passports.
19. To get new passport for an adult, follow item 1- 15 and also bring your birth certificate, copies of your
parents Nigerian passports and any other document that shows that you are a Nigerian
citizen.
